1) INTRO
It is important that people get familiar with the map and how to orientate on it!
A) Show the map! Talk about it (the legend, villages, present the railway, Kibera Drive, etc)! 
B) Make a mark where you live! (Very important!)  - MAKE A MARK (BLACK)

QUESTIONS:

Individuals should focus first on the village where they live – than broader!

C) What do you think about the map?

D) Is it representative?
E) Is anything (lights, chief’ camps, police check points, GBV Support, etc) – MAKE A MARK (GREEN)?

2) PERSONAL

Questions focusing on meeting spots, movements through the slum, solitude spots, etc.
A) When do you feel safe? 
B) Where do you feel safe? (BLUE)
C) When you go outside the house is there any area or road you avoid? Why? (RED) Which roads you usually take and why? (BLUE)
D) Where do your parents tell you not to go? (RED)
E) Until which time of day you usually stay outside (the house)?

F) Where do you go if you feel threatened? (BLUE)
G) Fun time: Where do you go on Friday and Saturday night? Which road do you take? (BLUE) Is there any area or road you avoid? (RED) Why? How long do you stay out? Do you walk alone?  
3) GENERAL

H) Are there places where you friends have experienced violence? (RED)
I) Are there places where people get injured frequently? (RED)
J) If your friends experience violence, where do they usually go? Where do you tell them to go? (BLUE)
K) Where do people say - casual sex, drug use, predatory old men (optional) – is taking place? (RED)
When you mark an area on the map always write down what it represents!!!!
